Carmen is a lovely, warm and intelligent young woman in her late 20s. Carmen learned early in life to be safe from her mother's anger by listening to her mother's complaints (抱怨). She learned to put aside her own feelings and be a mother to her mother. Of course, no matter how much she gave to her mother, it was never enough. 

Early in our work together, Carmen discovered that most of her friends were just like her mother. 

"I sit and listen to them complain. If I say anything about myself, they always bring it right back to themselves. Why are so many of my friends like this?" she said. 

"Because you are willing to listen without speaking up for yourself," I said. 

"But if I speak up, I won't have any friends," she said. 

"Well, you might not have many friends for a while, but eventually you will find new friends—people who really care about you," I replied. 

How do you feel inside when you allow others to put their negativity—their complaints, their anger onto you? If you really look inside instead of pushing your own feelings into a closet, you will discover that you feel really ﻿lonely with these people. There is no mutual (相互的) support, no sharing of love, no mutual giving and receiving. You give and they take, and you end up feeling drained. Yet you hang in (坚持) there for fear of being alone with no friends or no partner. 

If you are really honest with yourself, you will find that it's not worth it that you deserve better than to be a trash can for others' negativity.

﻿Can four ordinary boys save their school, city and the world from ruin at the hands of frightening monsters? Well, the live-action sci-fi adventure comedy series Mech-X4 explores that question. I traveled from my home in Sugarland, Texas, to Vancouver, in British Columbia, Canada, to visit the set (拍摄场地). 

The show stars Nathaniel J. Potvin. He plays Ryan Walker, a ninth grader at fictional Bay City High School who finds out that he has a special ability called technopathy, which allows him to control technology with his mind. He uses his power to take over a 150-foot tall robot called Mech-X4. 

When his school comes under attack by another robotic monster, Ryan teams up with his friends Hams and Spyder (Kamran Lucas and Pearce Joza) and his elder brother, Mark (Raymond Cham), to use his special abilities to destroy the monstrous creatures trying to take over their town. 

When I reached the set on a cold and rainy Thursday, the four actors were running away from monsters. Fake ones, of course. The set is located a few hours away from Vancouver in a small town. The actors later told me how unusual it is that so many of their action-packed scenes are filmed by using a real set and in real locations since so many action-adventure movies and TV shows rely more heavily upon green screens to shoot stunts (特技表演) and add special effects after the fact. I was surprised to see very few green screens ﻿on the set. 

Mech-X4 describes the importance of friendship and teamwork. It also shines a spotlight on four seemingly-common teenage characters. Each of the four characters brings their own unique personality to the table. If any single member of the group were to go missing, the goal of saving their world would be impossible. Joza put it best, "Mech-X4 hopefully will inspire the youth to do something good around them."

﻿Many people who live in cold climates look forward to spring. So imagine a place that is so cold that a temperature just above freezing is considered a warm day. Imagine living in a place where your breath actually turns to ice the moment you step outside. 

A place like this exists in a region of Siberia called Yakutia. People living in Yakutsk have stated that it gets so cold that when a person walks down the street, his or her body heat actually cuts a path through—the icy air; a path that others can see. 

Some parts of Siberia receive between 30 and 50 inches (76-127 cm) of snow each year, but Yakutia has very little. You might think this is a good thing, but as a result, the region lacks the natural insulation (隔离) that snow provides. The Yakutians layer (将……积成层) the snow that does fall over their houses to form icy coatings to trap the heat.  

Everything in Yakutia is built on permafrost. Permafrost is land that stays frozen for most of the year. Permafrost causes problems because it has an active layer that freezes in the winter and thaws (融化) during the summer. The thickness of this layer ranges from 3 to 10 feet. 

You might think that spring and summer would give the people of Yakutia a special sense of relief, but you would be wrong. Spring spells disaster for the Yakutians. When the temperatures rise, their houses sink as the permafrost ﻿gives way. Sometimes only the roofs of houses can be seen from the street. 

When winter returns, the sub-zero temperatures put everything back in order. Houses, roads and the ground itself stay glued together like the pieces of a model-train village. Paths and roads become passable again. In winter, life returns to normal.
